Dear Parents,

By the time you read this newsletter most
assessments for semester one, and particularly
the Middle and Senior School examinations, will
be over and staff will be burning the mid-night oil
preparing reports that reflect your children’s
achievements over the past six months.

For many of our students, receiving their reports
will be a time of celebration — they will be able to
reflect on a six month period in their lives that has
been well-utilised with, hopefully, a good balance
between academics, spiritual, sporting and social
activities. For others this may be a time of regret,
guilt and perhaps even fear as they review their
efforts to date. For another group this may be a
non-event because their report will not receive the
attention that it deserves.

STRUCTURED WORKPLACE LEARNING

Structured Workplace Learning is a very beneficial
part of the College curriculum as it allows students
to go to work one day a week, every Friday in term
two and three. This is offered in the Vocational
Pathway and students from Years 11 & 12 attend
the workplace for a semester for 120 hours in Year
11 and 110 hours in Year 12, giving them the
opportunity to complete a curriculum subject and
also the opportunity to explore different work
options. We have 42 students in the workplace
this year working in over 20 different industries
such as Childcare, Computer Technology,
Mechanical, Beauty Therapy, Health and Fitness,
Sport & Recreation, Retail, Many success stories
have been initiated through our workplace
programme.

Home Computer Usage Concerns

It has come to our attention that some of our
Primary students are using ‘MSN’ and ‘MYSPACE’
on their home computers to send material that is
inappropriate and in a few cases offensive. Could
| please urge parents to talk to their children about
their use of computers and discuss the dangers as
well as the misuse of such programmes?

Chat Lines have the greatest potential to cause
harm to children as it is the equivalent of a
telephone conversation with complete anonymity
during the on-line chat.

It is important for parents to closely monitor the
contacts children make during on-line chats. It is

also important for parents to be visibly monitoring
their children when they are using the computer as
you can be aware of any time when your child
feels uncomfortable or if they receive something
that is inappropriate for them to read or see. It
may just be a matter of changing the position of
where the home computer is situated. Somewhere
easily visible at all times is best — secluded in your
child’s bedroom is most risky!

In our current culture, we see that children are
‘networked’ in a way that parents aren’t. In the
past, before technology took over and made it so
easy for our children to be networked, parents
were the ones who were consistently
communicating. Parents were the ones who
would talk to each other and stand by each other
when it came to allowing or not allowing our
children to do things. Parents would ring each
other up and make sure that it was okay for their
children to meet or go out, or stay over. In many
families, this is no longer the case, it is the
children who are doing the communicating in
various ways and we the parents who are relayed
this information. (And in most cases, in a very
sketchy way) When parents are networked, they
tend to be the ones who make the final decisions
and have the backing of fellow parents in this. So
that you hear less of, “but such and such is
allowed to do it!” Wouldn't it be great if this was
the norm?

NEWS FROM THE UNIFORM SHOP

There have been many reports lately of garments
that have been purchased and have gone missing
within a short period of time. Children are known
for being a little forgetful in the area of putting their
uniform items in their bags. Usually, they are left
in the classroom. However, some items have
been found on the ground, on the oval, left on
benches outside the classrooms, left in toilets, etc.
These items are placed in the LOST PROPERTY
box inside the “Student Services” office.

Even more disturbing, however, are the reports of
things that have been taken without children
checking whether the item actually belongs to
them. This is tantamount to stealing and we all
know that it is very wrong. The uniforms are a
considerable investment and are costly to replace.
Therefore, if we can have ALL PARENTS
REGULARLY CHECKING YOUR CHI
UNIFORMS to see if they are indeed your child’s.
It's as simple as checking the clothes as you wash
them. Please return any items that do not belong
to your family. This would help tremendously and
would also confirm and increase our trust in the
families that are attending our school. Mistakes
can happen, we are not accusing anyone,
however, this problem can be easily fixed if we all
work together and are diligent in checking our own
children’s uniforms.

Any items that are found and are not clearly
labelled for identification, will be washed and
placed for re-sale in the uniform shop. Save
yourself some money by clearly labelling (not
only on the tag) your child’s name on each
garment.
